EXPORT OF SMALL MAMMALS (INCLUDING HAMSTERS, CHINCHILLAS, GUINEA PIGS, RATS, MICE, SQUIRRELS AND CHIPMUNKS) FROM GREAT BRITAIN TO CYPRUS

NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE LOCAL VETERINARY INSPECTOR AND THE EXPORTER

1.
Scope

This certificate may be used for the export of hamsters, chinchillas, 
guinea pigs, rats, mice, squirrels and chipmunks to Cyprus.

2.
Requirement for an Import Permit 

Exporters must apply for an import permit from the Department of 
Veterinary Services of the Republic of Cyprus.

3.
Identification

Paragraph I refers. If the animal(s) to be exported cannot be 
adequately identified a tamperproof seal should be applied to the 
transport container and the seal number recorded in the certificate.

4.
Notifiable disease clearance

LVI’s may certify paragraph IV(c) on behalf of DEFRA provided 
written authority to do so has been obtained from the local Animal 
Health Divisional Office on form EC 618.

5.
Certification by an official veterinarian

This certificate may be signed by an Official Veterinarian appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, The Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department or the National Assembly for Wales who is on the appropriate panel for export purposes.  Official Veterinarians should affix the Official Veterinarian stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.

6.
Return of copy certificate to the Divisional Veterinary Manager

A copy of the completed and signed health certificate must be sent to 
the local Divisional Veterinary Manager within 7 days of signing.

7.
Welfare


Exporters are advised that animals must be transported in accordance    
with Council Directive 91/628/EEC. Vehicles and transport 
arrangements which conform to the requirements of the Welfare of 
Animals during Transport Order 1997 meet the standards set out in 
Council Directive 91/628/EEC. Information about the necessary 
requirements may be obtained from the Animal Welfare Division at any 
of the offices listed at paragraph 10 below.
