EXPORT OF PET ANIMALS OF THE GENERA SPECIES (RODENTS, HEDGEHOGS, GYMNURES AND TENRECS) FROM THE UNITED KINGDOM TO DENMARK
NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV) AND EXPORTER

Associated Documents: 7971HC and 618NDC.

1.
Scope of the certificate

This certificate covers the export of the Genera species (rodents, hedgehogs, gymnures and tenrecs) from the United Kingdom to Denmark. This certificate can contain only one species per certificate and with a limit of 5 animals of the same species per owner in order for these animals to be considered pets and not commercial animals. Issuance of several certificates for one species in order to cover more than 5 animals of that species per owner is not permitted.
2.
Certification by an Official Veterinarian (OV)

This certificate may be signed by a Official Veterinarian appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra), The Scottish Government, Welsh Government or an Authorised Veterinary Inspector (AVI) appointed by the Department of Agriculture, Environment and Rural Affairs (DAERA), who is an Official Veterinarian (OV) on the OCQ(V) – Small Animal Exports panel (SX). OVs/AVIs should sign and stamp the health certificate with the OV/AVI stamp in any colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the issuing office (in GB, APHA, Centre for International Trade (CIT)– Exports, Carlisle) within seven days of signature. The OV/AVI should keep a copy for his/her own records.

CITES certificate number

Box I.17 refers.  For species listed under CITES, insert CITES certificate number as applicable. 

4.
Identification

Box I.28 refers. Pets must each be identified using a transponder with a unique microchip number.
5.
Health Attestations (Part II)

Paragraph 1 of the Health Attestation refers to the compulsory notification of rabies. This paragraph can be certified on the basis that rabies is a notifiable disease in the United Kingdom. 

Paragraph 2 of the Health Attestation refers to residency and ownership requirements. This can be certified upon receipt of a signed owner’s declaration. 
Paragraph 3 of the Health Attestation refers to notifiable disease clearance. This paragraph may be certified by the OV provided that he/she has received written authority (Form 618NDC) which will be sent to him/her by the issuing office (in GB, APHA, CIT– Exports, Carlisle) within 10 days before shipment. This clearance will be given to state that the animals are not to be killed for statutory disease control purposes.
Paragraphs 4 and 6 of the Health Attestations refer to biosecurity of transport containers. This can be certified upon receipt of a signed owner’s declaration stating the disinfectant used to disinfect the transport container. The product must be on the Defra Approved Disinfectant list under General Orders.

Welfare
Welfare conditions during transport are laid down by Council Regulation EC 1/2005, implemented in England by The Welfare of Animals (Transport) (England) Order 2006, and parallel legislation in Scotland, Wales, and Northern Ireland.

Exporters must comply with the UK welfare laws relating to the export of animals. If transported by air, animals should be transported in accordance with International Air Transport Association (IATA) standards.
