EXPORT OF HAMSTERS FROM UNITED KINGDOM TO THE STATE OF KUWAIT
NOTES FOR GUIDANCE OF OFFICIAL VETERINARIANS AND THE EXPORTER 

IMPORTANT

These notes provide guidance to Official Veterinarians (OVs) and exporters and should have been issued to you together with export certificate 7302EHC.  These Notes for Guidance (NFG) are not intended to operate as a standalone document but in conjunction with certificate 7302EHC. 

Exporters are strongly advised to verify the requirements of the importing country by contacting the veterinary authorities, or their representatives in the UK, in advance of each consignment. 
1.
SCOPE

Export health certificate 7302EHC must be used for the export of hamsters from the United Kingdom to the State of Kuwait.

2.
CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV)
This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra), The Scottish Government – Rural Directorate, Welsh Assembly Government, Department for Rural Affairs, or an Authorised Veterinary Inspector (AVI) appointed by the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development Northern Ireland (DARDNI), who is an Official Veterinarian (OV) on the appropriate panel for export purposes. LVIs should affix the LVI stamp to the certificate in the normal manner. 
The health certificate must be signed and stamped with OV stamp in any ink colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to Animal Health Central Operations for Export at Carlisle within seven days of signing, or in the case of Northern Ireland to DARD, Dundonald House, Belfast.
3. 
OWNER/EXPORTER’S DECLARATION

Paragraph IV (f)refers

The International Air Transport Association (IATA) provides written guidelines for transport conditions including cage design specifications. The owner/exporter is responsible for ensuring that the conditions of transport meet the standards laid down by IATA. He/she should ask the transporting airline to confirm this, and if necessary provide a copy of the relevant conditions.

WELFARE
Most horses and ponies exported from Great Britain need certification to satisfy British export welfare legislation IN ADDITION TO the export health certification.  Information about the necessary requirements and application forms may be obtained from the Animal Welfare Department at the following offices:
