EXPORT TO AUSTRALIA OF HEAT PROCESSED NON-BOVINE MEAT BASED FLAVOURS WITH/WITHOUT DAIRY INGREDIENTS - 2729EHC

NOTES FOR GUIDANCE FOR THE LOCAL VETERINARY INSPECTOR

This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, The Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department or the National Assembly for Wales who is on the appropriate panel for export purposes.  LVIs should affix the LVI stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.

1
Paragraphs IV(a)-(f) must be deleted as applicable to reflect the ingredients of the products detailed at I(a).  If dairy ingredients are of UK origin, both IV(a) and IV(f) must be certified.  These paragraphs can be certified on the basis of the production process, company records of production and documentary proof of origin of (raw) materials.
2     Paragraph IV (g) must state treatment used.

3
Paragraph IV(j) can be signed on the basis of a veterinary certificate or signed and stamped commercial document from the member state of origin of the meat components of the product for export.

Paragraph IV(k) can be signed for products imported into the UK from a third country on the basis of a veterinary health certificate issued by an authorised veterinarian of the country of origin along with a copy of the certificate of veterinary clearance issued by the Border Inspection Post at the point of entry into the UK.

Paragraph IV(l) can be signed for products originating in a third country if the export certificate supports this statement, or, if it originates in Great Britain or another member State, on the basis of the health mark.

6
Paragraph IV(m) can be signed on the basis of sight of the written notification of approval of the production establishment and may be confirmed by reference to the local food authority.

7
A certified copy of the certificate must be sent to the local Divisional Veterinary Manager on the day of issue.
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
