EXPORT OF MEAT/PRODUCTS OF PORCINE/OVINE/CAPRINE/BOVINE/POULTRY ORIGIN TO BOSNIA AND HERZEGOVINA - 4838EHC

NOTES FOR GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND THE EXPORTER

This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, the Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department, the National Assembly for Wales or DARDNI who is on the appropriate panel for export purposes.  Official veterinarians (OV) should affix the LVI/OV stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.

Associated Documents:  4838EHC, 618NDC and 372DMR.

1. Paragraphs IV (a) and (b) can be certified on behalf of the Department by a Local Veterinary Inspector, provided written authority to do so on Form 618NDC has been obtained from the issuing office within 10 days of shipment. Exporters must provide details of the holdings of origin and slaughter dates to the AHDO.

2. Paragraphs IV (c) and (n) : the list of tissues can be found at : 

http://www.oie.int/eng/normes/mcode/en chapitre 2.3.13 htm, which in the 2006 code, comprises the following (amended as required to reflect the EU TSE Regs): tonsils and distal ileum; in the case of 

cattle over 12 months of age: brains, eyes, spinal cord and skull;

in the case of cattle over 24 months of age: vertebral column.

3.    Paragraph IV (d), (e), (g), (h) & (j) can be certified on the basis 

      of the oval mark.

4.    Paragraph IV (k) can be certified on the basis of the Animal 

      Product (Examination for Residues and Maximum Reduce Limits)

      Regulation 1997. All member states of the EU are required to operate 

      a monitoring programme for residues in meat in accordance with 

      Directives 96/22/EC and 96/23/EC. The UK national testing plan covers

      all licensed slaughterhouses in Great Britain and implements the 

      animals and animal products (Examination for Residues and Maximum

      Residue Limits) Regulations 1997, which implement European Council

      Regulations 2377/90/EEC and 426/98/EEC, and Council Directives 

      96/22/EEC and 96/23/EEC in Great Britain. On the basis of this

      testing plan, it can be considered that the meat does not contain 

      levels exceeding the limits permitted in the European Community by

      Regulation 2377/90 of any veterinary medicinal product, antiparasitic

      agent, or heavy metal contaminant nor any beta-agonist or any 

      substance having a thyrostatic, estrogenic, androgenic or gestogenic

      action, which do not occur naturally in the meat.  

5.    Paragraph IV (l) can be signed on the basis that the the Food 

      Standards Agency, in association with the UK Environmental Agencies,

      monitors food and the environment in the UK. They publish an annual 

      report – “Radioactivity in Food and the Environment”, which 

      summarises the results of monitoring. The results of these monitoring 

      supports the conclusion set out in the paragraph. 

6.    Paragraph IV (m), (p), (q), (r), (s), (t) & (v) on the basis of 

      the TSE (No 2) Regulations 2006. 

      It is an offence under Regulation 5 and Schedule 7 of the TSE (No 2) 

      Regulation 2006 to dispatch, or offer to dispatch, to other member 

      states or to third countries the following:

        • meat or products derived from bovine animals born or reared in 

          the United Kingdom after 31st July 1996 and slaughtered before 

          15th June 2005; or

        • vertebral column from bovine animals born or reared in the United

          Kingdom after 31st July 1996 and slaughtered on or before 2nd May 

          2006 and products derived from such vertebral column 

7.     DISCLAIMER
    
The DEFRA disclaimer (Form 372DMR) will be issued to the exporter with this certificate for his/her information. The certificate is provided on the basis of information available at the time and may not necessarily comply fully with the requirements of the importing country. It is the exporter’s responsibility to check the certificate against any relevant import permit or any advice provided by the competent authority in the importing country. If these do not match, the exporter should contact the Divisional Veterinary Manager at their local animal health office.
