EXPORT OF MEAT PRODUCTS AND PREPARATIONS (EXCLUDING BEEF AND POULTRY PRODUCTS) TO THE BRITISH VIRGIN ISLANDS - 6073EHC

NOTES FOR GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN

1.
SCOPE OF THE CERTIFICATE
Export health certificate 6073EHC may be used for the export of pig meat, pig meat products, lamb and lamb products from the United Kingdom to the British Virgin Islands. 

The term ‘meat products’ as mentioned refers to any part of the slaughtered animals fit for human consumption, including the body, meat, viscera, by-products, and products/preparations made of the aforementioned products as raw materials.

Export health certificate 6073EHC cannot be used for the export of beef or poultry meat/products.

2.
CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV)
In Great Britain, this certificate may be signed by a Veterinary Officer of the Department or by an authorised Official Veterinarian (OV) appointed to the appropriate panel for export purposes by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra), the Scottish Government or the Welsh Government, or who holds the appropriate Official Controls Qualification (Veterinary) (OCQ(V)) authorisation.  

In Northern Ireland, this certificate may be signed by an OV appointed by the Department of Agriculture, Environment and Rural Affairs (DAERA).

OVs must sign and stamp the health certificate with the OV stamp in ink of any colour other than black.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the Animal Plant and Health Agency (APHA) Customer Service Centre for International Trade at Carlisle within seven days of signing, or in the case of Northern Ireland to DAERA, Dundonald House, Belfast.

The OV should keep a copy for his/her own records.

CERTIFICATION 
Paragraph IV a) to g) refer. These paragraphs may be certified on the basis of oval marks applied to the product which demonstrate compliance with EU Regulations (EC) 853/2004 and 854/2004.
