EXPORT OF HEAT PROCESSED MEAT BASED FLAVOURINGS TO JAPAN
NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER

IMPORTANT

These notes provide guidance to Official Veterinarians (OV) and exporters. The NFG should have been issued to you together with export certificate 7331EHC. The NFG should not be read as a standalone document but in conjunction with certificate 7331EHC. We strongly suggest that exporters obtain full details of the importing country’s requirements from the veterinary authorities in the country concerned, or their representatives in the UK, in advance of each consignment.

SCOPE OF THE CERTIFICATE 
Export health certificate 7331EHC may be used for the export of meat-based flavourings or stocks for human consumption to Japan.
The certificate can be used for the final export to Japan of products derived from livestock resident in the UK, 
OR 
products obtained from other Member States (MSs), 
in which case, the products MUST have been accompanied by a pre-export certificate similar to the certificate being issued for this final export. 
2. 
CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV)  

This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra), Scottish Government – Rural Directorate, Welsh Government, Department for Rural Affairs, or an Authorised Veterinary Inspector (AVI) appointed by the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development Northern Ireland (DARDNI), who is an Official Veterinarian (OV) on the appropriate panel for export purposes. OVs/AVIs should sign and stamp the health certificate with the OV/AVI stamp in any colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to 
AHVLA Specialist Service Centre – Exports in Carlisle, within seven days of issue. 
The OV/AVI should keep a copy for his/her own records.

HEALTH INFORMATION

Paragraphs IV. (a) and (b) may be certified on the basis of familiarity with the sourcing, processing and handling procedures in place at the manufacturing establishment.  This should be supported where necessary by physical inspection of the products.  
Imported (i.e. from outside the UK) animal products (raw materials or processed products as ingredients) may be used in manufacturing of products destined for Japan, provided that they fulfill the relevant Japanese import conditions as indicated in 7331EHC.
