Total of £1 Million was allocated to 13 ODA and Non-ODA projects at the fiscal year of 2016-2017 with a focus on Financial Services; Low Carbon Economy; Transparency; and Science and Innovation.   
All projects were selected to help deliver the outcomes and impacts as referenced in the Prosperity Fund ‘Theory of Change’.  Outcomes envisaged as a result of project activities were as follows:
· Low Carbon: 

Policies implemented to develop technology and financial frameworks for energy storage; transfer know-how for increasing energy efficiency in industry and cities

· Future Cities: 
Increased expertise in planning, governance and implementation of smart city technologies with UK technical assistance

· Business Environment: 

Increased competitiveness through a more stable, predictable and efficient business environment, together with reduced barriers and costs through structural reforms

· Health and Health Care:

Transfer of UK expertise and know-how on genomics, personalised medicine, vaccines, regenerative science and other aspects of biotechnology

· Financial Services:
