EXPORT OF CATS FROM GREAT BRITAIN TO THE REPUBLIC OF NAMIBIA

NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV) AND EXPORTER

1.
SCOPE OF THE CERTIFICATE

Export health certificate 6719EHC may be used for the export of cats from Great Britain to the Republic of Namibia.

2.
CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN

This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department or National Assembly For Wales who is an Official Veterinarian (OV) on the appropriate panel for export purposes. OVs should affix the OV stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.


The health certificate must be signed and stamped with OV stamp in any ink colour OTHER THAN BLACK.


A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the local Divisional Veterinary Manager within seven days of issue. The OV should keep a copy for his/her own records.

3.
MICROCHIPPING



From the 1st July 2005, all cats must be individually identified by means of a microchip. Information regarding the microchip number, microchip scanner and location of microchip must be recorded on the export health certificate. The Namibian veterinary authorities require that microchips which can be read by Avid, Destron, Trovan or another ISO compatible reader be implanted.
4.
IMPORT PERMIT

The importation of cats is subject to obtaining an import permit from The Ministry of Agriculture Water and Rural Development, Directorate of Veterinary Services, Private Bag 12022, Windhoek, Republic of Namibia – Tel: +264 61 2087505 Fax: +264 61 2087779, email: vetpermits@mawrd.gov.na

This permit is valid for one consignment only

NOTE: The Namibian import permit contains a model health certificate.  OVs ARE NOT required to complete or sign the Namibian model because the Defra official health certificate replaces it. 

5.   OWNER/EXPORTER’S DECLARATIONS



Paragraph IV (a), (c) and (g) refer. These paragraphs may be certified provided a written declaration has been obtained from the owner/exporter. OVs should retain a copy of the owner’s declaration for record purposes. 

6.
NOTIFIABLE DISEASE CLEARANCE
Paragraph IV (b) and (d) refer.  These paragraphs may be certified provided written authority to do so has been obtained from your local Animal Health Divisional Office, on form 618NDC. 

7.
RABIES VACCINATION

Rabies is a controlled disease in Namibia, therefore all dogs and cats must by law be vaccinated. It is advisable that cats are vaccinated before being exported. Non vaccinated cats would have to be vaccinated once they have moved to Namibia on a permanent basis. 

8. 
WELFARE
Exporters are advised that animals must be transported in accordance with  Council Directive 91/628/EEC. Vehicles and transport arrangements which conform to the requirements of the Welfare of Animals (Transport) Order 1997 meet the standards set out in Council Directive 91/628/EEC.
