EXPORT OF CHINCHILLAS FROM GREAT BRITAIN TO NEW ZEALAND

HEALTH CERTIFICATE - NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER

1.
SCOPE OF THE CERTIFICATE

Export health certificate 3219EHC may be used for the export of chinchillas from Great Britain to New Zealand.

2.
CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV)
This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department or National Assembly For Wales who is on the appropriate panel for export purposes. LVIs hould affix the LVI stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.

The health certificate must be signed and stamped with LVI stamp in any ink colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the local Divisional Veterinary Manager on the day of issue.

3.
IDENTIFICATION

The animal(s) must be identifiable by means of a permanent tag or tattoo.

INFECTIOUS OR CONTAGIOUS DISEASES

“Infectious or contagious diseases” referred to in paragraphs IV(a) and (d) are defined by the New Zealand authorities as covering the following diseases:


LCM (lymphocytic choriomeningitis) virus disease


Listeriosis


Enzootic pneumonia


Pasteurellosis


Coccidiosis


Tuberculosis


Tularaemia


Sylvatic plague


Rabies


Pseudotuberculosis


Pseudomoniasis


Giardiasis

5.
I.A.T.A. requirements

The animal(s) must be crated in accordance with International Air Transport Association (I.A.T.A.) regulations. The cages must be securely fastened but need not be sealed.

6.
GENERAL INFORMATION

The use of hay or straw as bedding is not permitted. Only sterilised peat, softboard or other inert material approved by the New Zealand Veterinary Officer accompanying the animal(s) to New Zealand, may be used.


Prior to take-off the animal compartment must be effectively sprayed with an approved insecticide.


No animals other than those destined for Australia or New Zealand may be carried on the aircraft.

7.
TRANSHIPMENT EN ROUTE

Transit through other countries requires approval by the Chief Veterinary Officer, MAFNZ. If approval is granted, arrangements for transit by the relevant authorities and meeting their requirements are the responsibility of the exporter.

8.
WELFARE


Exporters are advised that animals must be transported in accordance
with Council Directive 91/628/EEC. Vehicles and transport 
arrangements which conform to the requirements of the Welfare of 
Animals (Transport) Order 1997 meet the standards set out in 
Council Directive 91/628/EEC. Information about the necessary 
requirements may be obtained from the Animal Welfare Division at any 
of the offices listed below:
