EXPORT OF RABBITS FROM GREAT BRITAIN TO OMAN
NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER
1.
SCOPE OF THE CERTIFICATE
Export health certificate 6915EHC may be used for the export of rabbits from Great Britain to Oman.
2.
CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV)
This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department or National Assembly For Wales who is an Official Veterinarian (OV) on the appropriate panel for export purposes. OVs should affix the OV stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.

The health certificate must be signed and stamped with OV stamp in any ink colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the local Divisional Veterinary Manager within seven days for his/her own record keeping purposes.

3.
Identification


If the animals for export are not individually identified eg by 
tattoo, microchip or eartag, then the transport container should be 
sealed with a uniquely numbered tamperproof seal and the seal number 
should be entered at paragraph 1(b).

4.
Completion of the health certificate and return of copy to DVM.


The certificate should be completed and then signed and stamped with the Official Veterinarian stamp in ink of any colour other than black. A copy of this certificate must be sent to the Local Divisional Veterinary Manager as soon as possible and within 7 days of signature.

5.
Transport Containers


Transport containers should meet International Air Transport Association standards. Details of these standards may be obtained by contacting International Air Transport Association directly or by consulting the local Divisional Veterinary Manager or Animal Welfare Division, Page Street at the address below.

6.
WELFARE


Exporters are advised that animals must be transported in accordance    
with Council Directive 91/628/EEC. Vehicles and transport 
arrangements which conform to the requirements of the Welfare of 
Animals during Transport Order 1997 meet the standards set out in 
Council Directive 91/628/EEC. Information about the necessary 
requirements may be obtained from the Animal Welfare Division at any 
of the offices listed below.
