EXPORT OF CATS AND DOGS FROM GREAT BRITAIN TO SENEGAL

NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER

1.
Scope

This certificate maybe used to accompany pet dogs and cats exported to Senegal

2.
Identification

Paragraph I refers. The identification schedule should be fully completed.  Dogs and cats should be identified either by tattoo or microchip number or by a full description including coat colour and type, markings, weight, breed, sex and declared age.




3.
Rabies vaccination

A certificate of vaccination (EXA25) must accompany the health certificate.  The certificate must contain a description of the animal, the batch number of the vaccine and the name of the production laboratory.

4.
Completion of Health Certificate and return of copy to the DVM

The export health certificate should be signed and stamped by the OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN using ink of any colour other than black.  A copy of the certificate should be returned to the Divisional Veterinary Manager within 7 days of signature.

5.
Disclaimer


The DEFRA disclaimer (Form 372DMR) will be issued to the exporter with this certificate for his/her information. The certificate is provided on the basis of information available at the time and may not necessarily comply fully with the requirements of the importing country. It is the exporter’s responsibility to check the certificate against any relevant import permit or any advice provided by the competent authority in the importing country. If these do not match, the exporter should contact the International Animal Health Division at the address given below.
