NOTES FOR GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN

This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, The Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department or the National Assembly for Wales who is on the appropriate panel for export purposes.  LVIs should affix the LVI stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.

Paragraph IV 1 & 2 may be certified on the basis of familiarity with the processes carried out (scouring of wool and hair obtained from tanning) and/or relevant documentation or records.  Unprocessed wool/hair must be enclosed in secure packaging and kept dry.  The product obtained from scouring wool is grease/lanolin - the scouring should involve the immersion of wool/hair in a water-soluble detergent heated to 70oC

A certified copy of the certificate must be sent to the local Divisional Veterinary Manager on the day of issue.
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
