EXPORT OF BOVINE SERUM OF USA ORIGIN TO CANADA

NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV) AND EXPORTER

1.
SCOPE


Health certificate 6932EHC is intended to accompany consignments of bovine serum of USA origin to Canada.

2.
CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV)
This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department or National Assembly For Wales who is an Official Veterinarian (OV)on the appropriate panel for export purposes. OVs should affix the OV stamp to the certificate in the normal manner. The health certificate must be signed and stamped with OV stamp in any ink colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the local Divisional Veterinary Manager within 7 days of issue.

3.
IMPORT PERMIT

An import permit must be obtained from the Canadian Food Inspection Agency (CFIA), Animal Health, CFIA, Room #2044 West, 59 Camelot Drive, Ottawa, Ontario, K1A 0Y9, Telephone: (613) 225-2342, Facsimile: (613) 228-6630. 

4.
HEALTH INFORMATION
This certificate may be certified by the OV on the basis of a declaration from an authorised signatory of the exporter.


The exporter must supply a declaration including exactly the same wording as the matters to be certified. The declaration should include a clause indicating that the signatory is aware that making a false declaration is an offence. Where possible, supporting evidence (for example, health certificates showing their country of origin) should be called for and put on file
