QUARANTINE CERTIFICATE FOR THE EXPORT OF CELL CULTURE MEDIA CONTAINING NO MATERIAL DERIVED FROM ANIMALS TO THE PEOPLE’S REPUBLIC OF CHINA
NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER

IMPORTANT

These notes provide guidance to Official Veterinarians (OV) and exporters. The NFG should have been issued to you together with export certificate 7332EHC. The NFG should not be read as a standalone document but in conjunction with certificate 7332EHC. We strongly suggest that exporters obtain full details of the importing country’s requirements from the veterinary authorities in the country concerned, or their representatives in the UK, in advance of each consignment. 
1.
Scope

Export health certificate 7332EHC may be used for the export to China of cell culture media which does not contain any components originating from animals.
2.
Certification by an Official Veterinarian (OV)

This certificate may be signed by an Official Veterinarian appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra), Scottish Government – Rural Directorate, Welsh Government - Department for Rural Affairs, or an Authorised Veterinary Inspector (AVI) appointed by the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development Northern Ireland (DARDNI), who is an Official Veterinarian (OV) on the appropriate panel for export purposes. 

OVs/AVIs should sign and stamp the health certificate with the OV/AVI stamp in any colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to 
AHVLA Specialist Service Centre – Exports in Carlisle, within seven days of issue. 
The OV/AVI should keep a copy for his/her own records.

3.
General considerations relating to completion of the certificate

Feedback from the Chinese authorities states that handwritten or altered versions are invalid. This means that unauthorised deletions or amendments are not permitted and the only permitted handwritten entry is the signature of the Official Veterinarian. The final date of certification can be entered using an inked rubber stamp in any ink colour OTHER THAN BLACK. 

The Official Veterinarian and the Exporter should note that they have the final responsibility to ensure that the details on the completed certificates are correct. It is recommended that such checks should be carried out sufficiently well in advance of the date of export to enable any changes that may be required. 

The OV and the exporter should note that the Chinese authorities will expect that all the details entered onto the certificate are correct and consistent across ALL documents including for example bills of sale and bank transfers.
Foreign text: The OV should note that the foreign text in the certificate is an official translation of the English text and the OV is accordingly authorised to complete the export health certificate, even if they are unable to read and understand the meaning of the foreign text.

Paragraph I should be completed with the details of the Chinese port of entry.
5.
Paragraph II (a) refers.  The description of the products should include a unique alpha-numeric identifier for the consignment.  Possible identifiers could include batch/lot codes, seal numbers or letter of credit number.

Paragraph IV 1 may be certified on the basis of the OV’s familiarity with the sourcing, processing, handling and storage arrangements in place at the manufacturing establishment supported, as necessary, by physical inspection and examination of relevant records and documentation.

Disclaimer
This certificate is provided on the basis of information available at the time and may not necessarily comply fully with the requirements of the importing country.  It is the exporter’s responsibility to check the certificate against any relevant import permit or any advice provided by the competent authority in the importing country.
