NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND THE EXPORTER

1.
SCOPE OF THE CERTIFICATE

Export health certificate 6365EHC may be used for the export of non-

bovine animal hair/ pig bristles/ wool/ mohair and/or products 

derived from scouring, of non UK origin, from Great Britain to 

Mauritius.

2.
CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV)
This certificate may be signed by an Official Veterinarian on the appropriate panel for export purposes, appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department or National Assembly For Wales. OVs should affix the OV stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.

The health certificate must be signed and stamped with OV stamp in any ink colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the local Divisional Veterinary Manager on the day of issue for his/her own record keeping purposes.

3.
PARAGRAPH IV a)

Paragraph IV a) may be certified on the basis of a written declaration received from the manufacturer or exporter. The declaration should contain the exact wording as in paragraph IV a) and the OV’s should keep a copy of the declaration for his/her own records. 

4.
PARAGRAPH IV b) 

Written assurances by means of an export health certificate(s) or other official documentation stating the origin of the fibre and it’s health status regarding Bovine Spongiform Encephalopathy (BSE) and foot and mouth disease (FMD), should be obtained from the manufacturer or the relevant official department in the country of origin of the product.  The OV’s should keep copies of these certificates for his/her own records.

It should be noted that the assurances regarding BSE are inserted solely because Mauritius has specifically requested it.  It is not necessary to dwell on the fact that such assurances may not be strictly relevant since the animals providing the wool are not bovine.  This should make it all the more safe to provide the assurance.

DISCLAIMER

The DEFRA disclaimer (Form 372DMR) will be issued to the exporter with this certificate for his/her information. The certificate is provided on the basis of information available at the time and may not necessarily comply fully with the requirements of the importing country. It is the exporter’s responsibility to check the certificate against any relevant import permit or any advice provided by the competent authority in the importing country. If these do not match, the exporter should contact the International Animal Health Division at the address given below.
