VETERINARY CERTIFICATE FOR THE EXPORT OF OVINE WOOL OF UK ORIGIN FROM THE UNITED KINGDOM TO MEXICO 

NOTES FOR GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND THE EXPORTER

ASSOCIATED DOCUMENTS: 7066EHC, 618NDC and 372DMR
IMPORTANT

These notes provide guidance to Official Veterinarians (OV) and exporters. The NFG should have been issued to you together with export certificate 7066EHC. The NFG should not be read as a standalone document but in conjunction with certificate 7066EHC. We strongly suggest that exporters obtain full details of the importing country’s requirements from the veterinary authorities in the country concerned, or their representatives in the UK, in advance of each consignment. 

**EXPORTERS SHOULD BE AWARE of the following information provided by the Mexican competent authority:

OTHER REQUIREMENTS TO BE MET ON PRESENTATION OF THE CONSIGNMENT AT THE OFFICE OF THE AGRICULTURAL AND LIVESTOCK HEALTH INSPECTORATE (OISA):

· The official for plant and animal health security shall carry out a document check and full physical inspection of the consignment.

· The importer must state the final destination of the product(s) under oath and in writing.

· On arrival they shall be fumigated with potassium permanganate and commercial formol in proportions of 35 g and 53 ml respectively per cubic metre, in a hermetically closed and sealed container. The product shall be released the following day. The fumigation procedure shall be carried out on behalf of the importer under the supervision of an official veterinarian of the Agricultural and Livestock Health Inspectorate.

· In the case of products passing through a country other than that issuing the original international animal health certificate, a single copy of the international animal health certificate issued by the competent authority of the country of initial origin will be accepted, provided that the original of the international animal health certificate issued by the competent authority of the country of immediate origin is presented in which it is stated that the product originated in the country of initial origin and confirmed that in either of the international animal health certificates (from the country of initial origin or the country of immediate origin), or in both in a complementary manner, the animal health import conditions laid down in these animal health requirements are complied with. 

· The consignment and the documentation must comply with the provisions of Articles 24, 32 and 89, subsections I, II and III, of the Federal Law on Animal Health.

· These animal health requirements do not exempt the importer from presenting documents and/or procedures required by other authorities.

1.    SCOPE
The certificate can be used for the export of ovine wool of UK origin only, from the United Kingdom to Mexico, including: 

coarse wool, tufts, pulp, raw wool, carded wool, shaved wool, waste, sterile wool, washed wool, clean wool, combed wool and greasy wool.

2.    CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV)
This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra), The Scottish Government – Rural Directorate, Welsh Assembly Government, Department for Rural Affairs, or an Authorised Veterinary Inspector (AVI) appointed by the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development Northern Ireland (DARDNI), who is an Official Veterinarian (OV) on the appropriate panel for export purposes. OVs/AVIs should sign and stamp the health certificate with the OV/AVI stamp in any colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the Specialist Service Centre – Exports, in Carlisle, within seven days of issue. 

The OV/AVI should keep a copy for his/her own records.

3. NOTIFIABLE DISEASE CLEARANCE
Paragraph IV. 2. (a) may be certified on behalf of the Department provided written authority to do so has been obtained from the Specialist Service Centre – Exports, Carlisle, on form 618NDC.

4. Paragraphs IV. 2. (b) i) to vi) refer. 
These paragraphs may be certified on the basis of familiarity with the sourcing procedures and the factory processes in place, supported by relevant documentation and/or suitable records, such as treatment records or commercial documentation.  
The certifying OV should delete as appropriate to accurately reflect the consignment being certified.
5.     DISCLAIMER

The DEFRA disclaimer (Form 372DMR) will be issued to the exporter with this certificate for his/her information. The certificate is provided on the basis of information available at the time and may not necessarily comply fully with the requirements of the importing country. It is the exporter’s responsibility to check the certificate against any relevant import permit or any advice provided by the competent authority in the importing country.
