EXPORT OF TALLOW TO THE KINGDOM OF MOROCCO INTENDED EXCLUSIVELY FOR PURPOSE OF SOAP MANUFACTURE – 7509EHC
NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER

Associated Document: 7509EHC.

IMPORTANT

These notes provide guidance to Official Veterinarians (OV) and exporters. The NFG should have been issued to you together with export certificate 7509EHC. The NFG should not be read as a standalone document but in conjunction with certificate 7509EHC. We strongly suggest that exporters obtain full details of the importing country’s requirements from the veterinary authorities in the country concerned, or their representatives in the UK, in advance of each consignment. 
1.
Scope
Export health certificate 7509EHC may be used for the containerised or bulk export to Morocco of tallow or tallow products which are intended to be used in Morocco for the manufacture of soap.  
2.
Certification by an Official Veterinarian (OV)
This certificate may be signed by an Official Veterinarian appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra), Scottish Government, Welsh Government, or an Authorised Veterinary Inspector (AVI) appointed by the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development Northern Ireland (DARD), who is an Official Veterinarian (OV) on the appropriate panel for export purposes. 

OVs/AVIs should sign and stamp the health certificate with the OV/AVI stamp in any colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

Foreign text: The Official Veterinarian should note that the foreign text in the certificate is an official translation of the English text and the Official Veterinarian is accordingly authorized to complete the export health certificate, even if they are unable to read and understand the meaning of the foreign text. Any spaces in the foreign text must be left blank and English wording must not be entered. However, if the Official Veterinarian is able to read and write the foreign text and if facilities are available to enter the foreign text in type, the Official Veterinarian can enter the information where appropriate.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the Animal and Plant Health Agency (APHA) Specialist Service Centre for International Trade, in Carlisle, or to DARD, within seven days of issue. 

The OV/AVI should keep a copy for his/her own records.

3.
Paragraphs I(c) and (d) – Net weight and Gross weight
In the case of bulk consignments transported by tanker ship, it may be more practical to enter the same value at both paragraphs.  
4.
Paragraph I(e) – Details of consignment
If the consignment consists of batches of material with different production and use-by dates, then it may be acceptable to either insert a date range or to insert the oldest date of production and the earliest use-by date.
5.
Paragraph II(a) – Country of origin
In this case the country of origin relates to the country of dispatch, which will be the United Kingdom.  
6.
Paragraph II(b) – Official approval numbers
The approval number of the exporting UK establishment should be entered into this paragraph.

Establishments producing or handling tallow require approval in accordance with Regulation (EC) 1069/2009 (as amended).  In England, this is enforced by the Animal By-Products (Enforcement) (England) Regulations 2013 (as amended).  Similar legislation exists in Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland.

Certifying OVs are advised that, in accordance with Articles 54 and 55 of Regulation (EC) 1069/2009, references to Regulation (EC) 1774/2002 shall be construed as references to Regulation (EC) 1069/2009 and that establishments, plants and users approved or registered in accordance with Regulation (EC) 1774/2002 before 4 March 2011 shall be deemed to be approved or registered, as required, in accordance with Regulation (EC) 1069/2009.

The approval number may be confirmed on sight of a valid approval document or by reference to the APHA Specialist Service Centre for International Trade, in Carlisle or to DARD.
7.
Paragraph III(c) – Seal number
In the case of bulk consignments transported by tanker ship, the OV should enter the seal number on the tank / container or reflect the specific labelling applied by the transporter to identify the consignment.  
8.
Paragraph IV – Health information
The health information may be certified on the basis of the following specific guidance in conjunction with any necessary evidence resulting from the OV’s familiarity with the sourcing, procurement, segregation, processing, handling and storage arrangements in place at the processing establishment supported as necessary by physical inspection and by examination of relevant documentation and/or records including commercial documentation, laboratory test results and veterinary statements.  

(a)
Paragraphs IV(a)(i) and (ii) refer:  The expectation is that, as a minimum, the consignment was derived from Category 3 material referred to in Article 10 of Regulation (EC) No 1069/2009 (as amended).  
Freedom from contagious diseases can be certified on the basis that this statement only refers to contagious notifiable diseases and that animals can only be slaughtered for human consumption if they are not suffering from such diseases.  

(b)
Paragraph IV(a)(iii) refers:  This paragraph may be certified on the basis that the product was produced in EU establishments approved in accordance with Regulation (EC) 1069/2009 (as amended) as described in paragraph 6 above. 

(c)
Paragraph IV(a)(iv) refers:  This paragraph requires that either the tallow product being exported or the tallow from which it was made satisfy the stated maximum level of insoluble impurities, regardless of whether or not the materials involved are of ruminant origin.  
(d)
Paragraph IV(a)(v) refers:  This may be certified on the basis that the product being consigned is intended for use in the manufacture of soap.  This may be supported by marketing literature or contractual obligations relating to the product being consigned.
(e)
Paragraph IV(a)(vi) refers:  This may be certified on the basis that the product was produced in EU establishments approved in accordance with Regulation (EC) 1069/2009 (as amended) as described in paragraph 6 above.  Such a product may legally be placed on the market in the UK.  
(f)
Paragraph IV(a)(vii) refers:  The OV must ensure that labelling includes the wording “intended exclusively for soap manufacture” as set out in Paragraph IV(a)(vii)of the EHC.  For containerised products, if a label is used this must also include this wording and/or the OV must ensure that this wording is included on any accompanying documentation.
(g)
Paragraph IV(b) refers:  The first and second statements may be certified on the basis that Regulation (EC) 999/2001 (as amended) makes BSE a notifiable disease in all EU member states and requires that all cattle affected by BSE are killed and completely destroyed.  
The third statement may be certified on the basis that Regulation (EC) 999/2001 (as amended) prohibits the feeding of meat meal, blood meal, bone meal and other processed animal proteins derived from mammals or birds or of products containing such processed animal proteins to ruminant animals.  In England, this is enforced by The Transmissible Spongiform Encephalopathies (England) Regulations 2010 (as amended).  Similar legislation exists in Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland.
