NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE CERTIFYING OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN

1.
This certificate may be signed by an Official Veterinarian, appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, the Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department, or the National Assembly for Wales, who is on the appropriate panel for export purposes. OVs should fix the OV stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.

2.
Paragraph IV. a) can be certified on the basis of documents accompanying the import of the hair into the UK and/or company documents.

3.
Paragraphs IV. b) and c) may be certified on the basis of familiarity 
with the processing and handling procedures in place at the 
manufacturing establishment and/or examination of relevant records.


The plant should have official approval from local authorities or 
health department (e.g.: Balai registered).

4.
Paragraph IV. d).  The signing OV should fix the OV stamp to the packaging to verify inspection.

5.
Paragraph IV. e). The import conditions specify that the transporting 
vehicles should be treated against vermin prior to loading. The 
signing OV will need to satisfy himself/herself that this has been 
conducted in a suitable manner.

6.
A certified copy of the certificate must be sent to the Divisional Veterinary Manager at the local Animal Health Divisional Office on the day of issue. 
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
