EXPORT OF MINAMINO SYRUP TO THE REPUBLIC OF SOUTH AFRICA - 4187EHC

NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE EXPORTER AND OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN

IMPORTANT

These notes provide guidance to Official Veterinarians (OVs) and exporters and should have been issued to you together with export certificate 4187EHC.  These Notes for Guidance (NFG) are not intended to operate as a standalone document but in conjunction with certificate 4187EHC.

Exporters are strongly advised to verify the requirements of the importing country by contacting the veterinary authorities, or their representatives in the UK, in advance of each consignment.

1.
CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV)

In Great Britain, this certificate may be signed by a Veterinary Officer of the Department or by an authorised Official Veterinarian (OV) appointed to the appropriate panel for export purposes by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra), the Scottish Government or the Welsh Government, or who holds the appropriate Official Controls Qualification (Veterinary) (OCQ(V)) authorisation.  

In Northern Ireland, this certificate may be signed by an Authorised Veterinary Inspector (AVI) appointed as an OV to the appropriate export panel for export purposes by the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development (DARD).

OVs must sign and stamp the health certificate with the OV stamp in any ink colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the Animal Plant and Health Agency (APHA) Centre for International Trade at Carlisle within seven days of signing, or in the case of Northern Ireland to DARD, Dundonald House, Belfast.


The OV should keep a copy for his/her own records.

2.
OBTAINING AN IMPORT PERMIT
The exporter/agent should be aware of the requirements of the importing country particularly with respect to the requirement for an import permit.

COMPLETING THE CERTIFICATE

3.
Paragraphs IV (a), (b), (e), (f), (h) and (i) can be certified by the Official Veterinarian on the basis of examination of appropriate establishment records and familiarity with procurement and handling procedures.

4.
Paragraph IV (c) can be certified on the basis of sight of the relevant health certificate confirming points i), ii), iii) and iv).

5.
Paragraph IV (d) regarding heat inactivation of Trichinella spp. and CSF virus may be certified on the basis of heat treatment of the ingredients to more than 120°C.

6.
Paragraph IV (f) can be certified on the basis of regular inspection of HACCP at the manufacturing plant by an OV which confirms that fail safe procedures are in place to ensure the product is subjected to the treatment specified. The inspection must be carried out at least once a year. At other times, the OV may rely on company records in relation to heat treatment of individual batches of product being certified for export.  The certifying OV must be satisfied that the batches to be exported have been subjected to the specified.

Paragraph IV (g) can be certified on the basis of oval marks which demonstrate compliance with EU Regulations (EC) 853/2004 and 854/2004 as implemented in GB by the Meat Products (Hygiene) Regulations 1994. The approval number on the products / packaging / wrapping must correspond to the approval number of the premises named at II (c) of the certificate.
