This certificate may be signed by a local veterinary inspector appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department or National Assembly for Wales who is an official veterinarian on the appropriate panel for export purposes. OVs should affix the OV stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.

Scope of the certificate

1.
This certificate 6236EHC covers the export of a fully mounted trophy/curio of animal origin to South Africa.


Obtaining Import permit
2.
Exporters are required to obtain an import permit from the Department 
of Agriculture, Republic of South Africa, which must accompany this certificate and the consignment to it’s final destination. The permit may be cancelled at any time depending on the current disease status of Great Britain.


Return of copy of the export health certificate
3.
The health certificate must be signed and stamped with OV stamp in any ink colour OTHER THAN BLACK. Copies of the completed and signed health certificate and supplementary certificate must be sent within seven days to the Divisional Veterinary Manager (DVM) for his/her own record keeping purposes.

NOTIFIABLE DISEASE CLEARANCE

The certification contained in paragraph IV(c) may be signed on behalf of the Department provided you are in receipt of written authority (form 618NDC) which will be sent to you by the local Divisional Veterinary Manager or Page Street 10 days before shipment.

The Ministry disclaimer (Form 372DMR) will be issued to the exporter 
with this certificate for his/her information. The certificate is 
provided on the basis of information available at the time and may 
not necessarily comply fully with the requirements of the importing 
country. It is the exporter’s responsibility to check the certificate 
against any relevant import permit or any advice provided by the 
competent authority in the importing country. If these do not match, 
the exporter should contact International Health Division, Exports 
Strategy Branch at the address given below.
