EXPORT OF GELATIN TO THAILAND

NOTES FOR GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN

IMPORTANT

These notes provide guidance to Official Veterinarians (OV) and exporters. The NFG should have been issued to you together with export certificate 4994EHC. The NFG should not be read as a standalone document but in conjunction with certificate 4994EHC. We strongly suggest that exporters obtain full details of the importing country’s requirements from the veterinary authorities in the country concerned, or their representatives in the UK, in advance of each consignment. 
1.
Scope of the certificate
This certificate may be used for the export of Gelatin produced from bovine material from the UK to Thailand for use in human food, animal feed, cosmetics, medical or pharmaceutical products.
2.
CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV)
This certificate may be signed by an OV appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, the Scottish Government or the Welsh Government, who is on the appropriate panel for export purposes or who holds the appropriate Official Controls Qualification (Veterinary)(OCQ(V)) authorisation, or an Authorised Veterinary Inspector (AVI) appointed by the Department of Agriculture, Environment and Rural Affairs - Northern Ireland (DAERA). 

OVs/AVIs should sign and stamp the health certificate with the OV/AVI stamp in any colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the issuing office (in GB – the Centre for International Trade, Carlisle) within seven days of signing, or in the case of Northern Ireland, to DAERA, Dundonald House, Belfast.

The OV/AVI should keep a copy for his/her own records.

Provided that the consignment is identified by batch codes, serial numbers or shipping marks for example then it is not necessary for the OV to be present at the time of loading into the means of transport. The certificate must fully describe the consignments such that substitution with product which has not been inspected is not possible.

The OV/AVI must be satisfied from familiarity with company procedures, and/or inspection of company records that all consignments are appropriately labelled with the name of the establishment and their suitability for human food, animal feed, cosmetics, medical or pharmaceutical use.

Paragraph IV (1) can be certified on the basis of a signed declaration from an authorised signatory of the exporter.

6.
Paragraph IV(2) can be certified on sight of the registration document for the establishment or by reference to the local Divisional Veterinary Manager.

7.
Paragraph IV(4) - The OV/AVI is asked to certify only that the product is labelled as stated.  It is the responsibility of the Veterinary Officer who inspects the premises under the Bovines and Bovine Products (Trade) Regulations 1999 to ensure compliance with these Regulations.
