EXPORT OF FISHMEAL, INCLUDING MIXTURES/FEEDINGSTUFFS CONTAINING IT FOR FEEDING TO NON-RUMINANT ANIMALS TO UNITED ARAB EMIRATES

NOTES FOR GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN

This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector, appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, The Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department, the National Assembly for Wales or the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development Northern Ireland who is on the appropriate panel for export purposes. LVIs should fix the LVI stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.

1.
Paragraph IV 1 may be certified on the basis of familiarity of the procurement and processing procedures in place at the manufacturing plant.  

2.
Paragraph IV 2: Commission Decision 2000/766/EC prohibits the feeding of processed animal protein to animals which are kept, fattened or bred for the production of food.  Processed animal protein is defined by the Decision as:


meat-and-bone meal, meat meal, bone meal, blood meal, dried plasma and other blood products, hydrolysed proteins, hoof meal, horn meal, poultry offal meal, feather meal, dry greaves, fishmeal, dicalcium phosphate, gelatine and any other similar products including mixtures, feedingstuffs, feed additives and premixtures, containing these products.


In accordance with the Decision, fishmeal which has been produced in accordance with the requirements set out under paragraph IV 3 and appropriately labelled can only be fed to non-ruminant animals.  


This paragraph may therefore be certified as written, for consignments containing fishmeal.  

3.
Paragraph IV 3 may be certified on the basis of familiarity with the procurement, processing and handling requirements in place at the feedingstuffs plant.  

4.
Paragraph IV 4 may be certified on the basis of familiarity of the procurement and processing procedures in place at the manufacturing plant.  

5.
A certified copy of the completed certificate (Paragraph IV) must be sent to the issuing AHVLA Specialist Service Centre (SSC) – the Centre for 

International Trade in Carlisle - within seven days of issue. 

The OV should keep a copy for his/her own records.
