EXPORT TO URUGUAY OF LANOLIN AND LANOLIN PRODUCTS - 5353EHC 

NOTES FOR GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN

1.
SCOPE OF THE CERTIFICATE
Export health certificate 5353EHC may be used for the export of lanolin and lanolin products, including greasy wool, from the United Kingdom to Uruguay.

2.
CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV)


This certificate may be signed by an Official Veterinarian on the 
appropriate panel for export purposes, Veterinary Officers and 
Veterinary Advisers appointed by the Department for Environment, Food 
and Rural Affairs, Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs 
Department or National Assembly for Wales. OVs should affix the OV 
stamp to 
the certificate in the normal manner.


The health certificate must be signed and stamped with OV stamp in 
any 
ink colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of this certificate must be sent to the local    Divisional veterinary Manager on the day of issue for his/her own record keeping purposes.
Provided that the consignment is identified - by batch codes, serial numbers, or shipping marks, for example - then it is not necessary for the LVI/OV to be present at the time of loading into the means of transport. The certificate must fully describe the consignments such that substitution with products which have not been inspected is not possible.


i) 
Paragraph IV 1: can be certified on the basis that all raw materials 
in free circulation will be from animals that are not showing signs/ 
suspicions of a notifiable disease. 


ii)(a)Paragraph IV 2 can be certified if the raw material originated from 

the UK and there have been no cases of FMD affecting sheep during 

the 12 months prior to clipping the wool; 



Or: 


   (b)Paragraph IV 2 may also be certified on sight of official health 


certification that accompanied the raw material.  

iii) Paragraph IV 3 may be certified on the basis of official veterinary certification covering the materials used in the production of the consignment or knowledge of the processing procedures in place at the manufacturing establishment which confirms that the products have been subjected to a heat treatment in which the centre is raised to at least 70°C; or an equivalent treatment as mentioned in the OIE code (Appendix 3.6.2).

Paragraph IV 4 may be certified on the basis of the LVI’s knowledge 

of the procedures in place at the manufacturing establishment, and 

that the latter is officially approved under the Animal By-products 

Regulations.  

3.   DISCLAIMER

The DEFRA disclaimer (Form 372DMR) will be issued to the exporter with this certificate for his/her information. The certificate is provided on the basis of information available at the time and may not necessarily comply fully with the requirements of the importing country. It is the exporter’s responsibility to check the certificate against any relevant import permit or any advice provided by the competent authority in the importing country.
