NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE CERTIFYING OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN

This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector, appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, the Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department, or the National Assembly for Wales, who is on the appropriate panel for export purposes. LVIs should fix the LVI stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.

Paragraph IV (a) can be certified on the basis of an appropriate 
declaration, and of examination of certification which accompanied 
the importation of raw material from Australia.

2.
Paragraph IV (b) can be certified on the basis of company production 
and line clearance records. The following countries are “BSE 
countries” as cited in 9 CFR 94.18 (as amended): Albania, Andorra, 
Austria, Belgium, Bosnia-Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Canada, Croatia, the 
Czech Republic, Denmark, the Falklands, Finland, France, Germany, 
Greece, Hungary, the Republic of Ireland, Israel, Italy, Japan, 
Liechtenstein, Luxembourg, the former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, 
Monaco, the Netherlands, Norway, Oman, Poland, Portugal, Romania, the 
Republic of San Marino, the Slovak Republic, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, 
Switzerland, the United Kingdom (England, Scotland, Wales, Isle of 
Man, Northern Ireland), and the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia.


It must be noted that the USDA constantly update their list of BSE 
affected countries and the list above may not correspond with the 
current list on the import permit.

A certified copy of this certificate must be sent to the Local 
Divisional Veterinary Manager on the day of issue.
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
