NOTES FOR GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN

This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector, appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, the Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department, or the National Assembly for Wales, who is on the appropriate panel for export purposes. LVIs should fix the LVI stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.
1.
The LVI must be satisfied from familiarity with company procedures, and/or inspection of company records that all consignments are appropriately labelled with the name of the establishment and their suitability for human consumption. 

2.
Paragraph IV (1) can be certified on the basis of a signed declaration from an authorised signatory of the manufacturer.
3.
Paragraph IV (2) & (3) may be certified on the basis of familiarity with the procedures in place in the manufacturing plant and of approval under the EU Food Hygiene Regulation (EC) No 853/2004, as implemented in the UK through the Food Hygiene Regulations 2006. Approval can be confirmed on sight of the approval document or by reference to the local Food Authority, or the Food Standards Agency.
