1. Paragraph III(b) refers – Rabies Vaccination
Where dogs and cats have been vaccinated, Anguilla requires separate evidence in the form of:
· Dates(s) of vaccination
· Name of vaccine
· Name of supplier
· Batch number
· Expiry date

This can either be in an up to date Pet Passport or a document provided by the veterinary practice.

2.
The health certificate must be signed and stamped with an official OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN stamp in any ink colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

3.
A copy of the completed certificate must be sent to Specialist Service Centre, Exports – Carlisle, within 7 days of signing.
4.
Exporters should be reminded that they must comply with the British welfare laws relating to the export of livestock.  Information about the necessary requirements may be obtained from the Animal Welfare Department at the following offices:
