EXPORT OF EGG YOLK EMULSION/EGG YOLK TELLURITE EMULSION TO GERMANY FOR ONWARD SHIPMENT - 5940EHC

NOTES FOR GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN

IMPORTANT

These notes provide guidance to Official Veterinarians (OV) and exporters. The NFG should have been issued to you together with export certificate 5940EHC. The NFG should not be read as a standalone document but in conjunction with certificate 5940EHC. We strongly suggest that exporters obtain full details of the importing country’s requirements from the veterinary authorities in the country concerned, or their representatives in the UK, in advance of each consignment.

SCOPE OF THE CERTIFICATE
There is no statutory requirement for the use of an official veterinary certificate to support the movement of this material to Germany or any other EU Member State.  

However, an Official Veterinarian in the receiving EU Member State may wish to make use of a completed 5940EHC to assist with the completion of official veterinary health certification between Germany and a third country.  This certificate may therefore be used to support the movement to Germany of poultry egg yolk emulsion (with or without a tellurium compound) intended for use as, or in, a laboratory product that will be further exported to a third country.  

2.
Certification by an Official Veterinarian (OV)
This certificate may be signed by an Official Veterinarian appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra), Scottish Government, Welsh Government, or an Authorised Veterinary Inspector (AVI) appointed by the Department of Agriculture, Environment and Rural Affairs Northern Ireland (DAERA), who is and Official Veterinarian (OV) on the appropriate panel for export purposes, or who holds the appropriate Official Controls Qualification (Veterinary) (OCQ(V)) authorisation. 

OVs/AVIs should sign and stamp the health certificate with the OV/AVI stamp in any colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

Paragraph IV – HEALTH INFORMATION

Taking into consideration the additional guidance below, the health attestation may be certified on the basis of the OV’s familiarity with the sourcing, processing, handling and storage arrangements in place at the processing establishment and/or examination of relevant records and documentation including applicable laboratory test results.


Paragraphs IV a), b) and c) – Sourcing, processing and handling
These paragraphs may be certified on the basis of suitably worded declarations from the manufacturer of the product signed by someone who has knowledge of and responsibility for the relevant parts of the production process.  The managing director (or equivalent) of the company should provide a letter giving the name(s) and job title(s) of those authorised to give the declaration and the basis on which the declaration is made.  

The declaration should include a clause indicating that the signatory is aware that making a false declaration is an offence and that he/she accepts full responsibility if any problems arise with the export should there be any dispute relating to the matters being declared.  

Where possible, supporting evidence should be called for and put on file.
