EXPORT OF LIVE POULTRY (INCLUDING EXOTIC POULTRY) FROM THE UNITED KINGDOM TO BARBADOS
NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER

IMPORTANT

These notes provide guidance to Official Veterinarians (OVs) and exporters. The NFG should have been issued to you together with export certificate 7203EHC. The NFG should not be read as a standalone document but in conjunction with certificate 7203EHC. We strongly suggest that exporters obtain full details of the importing country’s requirements from the veterinary authorities in the country concerned, or their representatives in the UK, in advance of each consignment.

1.
SCOPE OF THE CERTIFICATE

This certificate covers the export of live poultry (including exotic breeds of poultry) of the following species: domestic fowl, turkeys, pheasants, partridges, ducks, geese, swans, quail and peafowl from the United Kingdom to Barbados.

2.
CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV)

This certificate may be signed by an Official Veterinarian appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra), Scottish Government – Rural Directorate, Welsh Assembly Government - Department for Rural Affairs, or an Authorised Veterinary Inspector (AVI) appointed by the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development Northern Ireland (DARDNI), who is an Official Veterinarian (OV) on the appropriate panel for export purposes. OVs/AVIs should sign and stamp the health certificate with the OV/AVI stamp in any colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the issuing office (in GB – Animal Health, Specialist Service Centre - Exports, Carlisle) within seven days of signing. 

The OV/AVI should keep a copy for his/her own records.

3.
CLINICAL INSPECTION
The inspection at paragraph IV. a) must be carried out within 5 days of export. In order to certify that the flocks of origin have not been exposed to the listed diseases the OV/AVI must apply his/her own discretion and make the appropriate enquiries to obtain the evidence necessary (including clinical signs, information derived from flock records, laboratory test records and pathological reports, owner/exporter’s declarations) to be satisfied that there have not been frank outbreaks of these diseases in the flocks of origin within the 6 months prior to export.
4.
NOTIFIABLE DISEASE CLEARANCE

Paragraph IV. b) refers. This paragraph may be certified by the OV on behalf of the Department provided written authority to do so has been obtained from the Animal Health, Specialist Service Centre - Exports, Carlisle on form 618NDC.
5.
BLOOD SAMPLING

At paragraph IV. c), the total number of samples to be taken from each flock should be based on the total number of birds in the flock and calculated according to the table below:

6.
PARASITE TREATMENT


Paragraph IV. d) refers. In order to certify this paragraph, the OV must either administer the treatment himself/herself, or personally observe the administration. Products authorised for use in the UK should be used if available, and if no products are licensed in the UK for the species concerned, the OV should exercise his/her clinical judgement in using products according to the cascade principle. In the latter case the OV should advise the owner about the risks of using products outwith the data sheets.

7.
OWNER’S DECLARATION


Paragraph IV. e) refers. The declaration should not be attached to 
the certificate, but should be kept by the OV for record purposes.

8.
NOTICE OF ARRIVAL

3 working days’ notice of the expected time of arrival of the birds must be given to Veterinary Services, Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development, Barbados. Contact numbers are:- telephone (246) 427-5073, (246) 427-5492, fax (246) 429-2143.

QUARANTINE ON ARRIVAL


Exporters should be aware that, on arrival, the birds will undergo isolation for a period of 1 month on premises approved by the Senior Veterinary Officer, Barbados Ministry of Agriculture. 

10.
WELFARE

Welfare conditions during transport are laid down by Council Regulation EC 1/2005, implemented in England by The Welfare of Animals (Transport) (England) Order 2006, and parallel legislation in Scotland, Wales, and Northern Ireland.
Exporters must comply with the British welfare laws relating to the export of animals. If transported by air, animals should be transported in accordance with International Air Transport Association (IATA) standards. Information about the necessary requirements may be obtained from the Animal Welfare Team at any of the offices mentioned below:
