EXPORT OF FRESH POULTRY MEAT AND POULTRY MEAT PRODUCTS TO THE BRITISH VIRGIN ISLANDS - 5834EHC

NOTES FOR GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN

1.
This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector, appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, The Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department or the National Assembly for Wales, who is on the appropriate panel for export purposes. LVIs should fix the LVI stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.
2.
Paragraph I (e) (i) and (ii) - The certifying veterinarian should insert both container and seal numbers. 

3.
Paragraph IV (a) may be signed on the basis of veterinary support documents from premises of origin or producer reports received from premises under veterinary supervision in accordance with the relevant hygiene regulations.  These reports must include hatchery details.  This certificate may be issued for birds hatched in Northern Ireland and exported to Great Britain as day old chicks but because of the reference to GB regulations in paragraph IV (b) and the requirement for disease clearance in paragraph IV (d), they must have been reared in holdings in Great Britain and sent to slaughter in Great Britain establishments.

4.
Paragraph IV (d) can be certified on behalf of the Department by a Local Veterinary Inspector, provided written authority to do so on form 618NDC has been obtained from the issuing office within 10 days of shipment.  Form 618NDC may only be provided for birds sent to slaughter from holdings in Great Britain.

5.
Paragraph IV(e) can be certified for oval marked poultry meat and poultry meat products which have been processed and handled in accordance with European Union (EU) legislation laying down hygiene rules for food of animal origin and its official controls and did not come into contact with meat of a lower hygiene status.

6.
A certified copy of the certificate must be sent to the Divisional Veterinary Manager at the local Animal Health Divisional Office on the day of issue. 
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
