	2.0 Condition of the land at permit issue

	The site is located within a flat landscape which is characterised by large arable fields, enclosed by field boundary hedgerows, with isolated tree planting. 

The installation site surfacing is concrete. 

 Uncontaminated rainwater (roof and yard), FYM effluent and yard wash water is directed to the dirty water lagoon. There is no off-site water discharge.

The installation covers approximately   1 hectare. 

Information taken from the Geology of Britain Viewer:

1:50 000 scale bedrock geology description: Flamborough Chalk Formation - Chalk. Sedimentary Bedrock formed approximately 72 to 86 million years ago in the Cretaceous Period. Local environment previously dominated by warm chalk seas.

Setting: warm chalk seas. These sedimentary rocks are shallow-marine in origin. They are biogenic and detrital, generally comprising carbonate material (coccoliths), forming distinctive beds of chalk. 

1:50 000 scale superficial deposits description: Till, Devensian - Diamicton. Superficial Deposits formed up to 2 million years ago in the Quaternary Period. Local environment previously dominated by ice age conditions (U).

Setting: ice age conditions (U). These sedimentary deposits are glacigenic in origin. They are detrital, created by the action of ice and meltwater, they can form a wide range of deposits and geomorphologies associated with glacial and inter-glacial periods during the Quaternary.

	3.0 Permitted activities


	Permitted activities 

	Original permit to keep 78,000 broiler chickens on the installation. 

Surrender and variation applications were submitted 10.07.2018 to reduce the permitted site area and vary the activities to remove poultry and add 3800 production pigs over 30kg. However, these variation and partial surrender applications have been withdrawn and the decision has been made to make a full surrender of the permit as of 13th August 2018. 

The sheds are completely empty. They have been cleaned and disinfected by Howard White at the end of March 17 (see Attached). The LPG tanks were decommissioned and removed on 23/07/2018 (see attached). The sheds are decommissioned and are being used for storage of vintage tractors at the moment. In the future they may be demolished but not for a few years.


Dead animal carcasses have been stored within covered containers and collected by a licenced deadstock collector. There is no incinerator on site.

FYM and dirty water are spread on arable farmland in the locality, in accordance with the requirements of a manure management plan ensuring the both are managed to meet Codes of Good Agricultural Practice and NVZ Guidelines. We have kept stock counts and the tonnage/litres exported/applied (including dates of export/application). 

Solid manure has been stored on an impermeable base. All surface run-off from the manure heap drains into the existing uncovered dirty water lagoon (10,000 cubic metres) adjacent to the manure heap via various collection points. Under current regulations, the effluent held in the lagoon is not classed as slurry. Dirty water from the lagoon and manure are utilised within the business, the manure is moved to the field and then spread onto stubble fields within 24 hrs to minimise odours and lagoon water is applied to the new arable crop each year. 

There is no off-site water discharge. All roof and clean yard water run-off drains into the dirty water lagoon. 


Chemicals and medicines have been stored in a store compliant with current regulations. 

The pollution prevention measures have been successful and there has been no deterioration in the site condition as a result of permitted activities since the permit was issued.

Named dangerous substances in the COMAH regulations include:
· Ammonium nitrate 
· Oxygen 
· Hydrogen 
· Formaldehyde 
· Halogens 
· Petroleum products.

Under the COMAH Regulations businesses are categorised as either lower or top tier sites. The table in Schedule 1 of the COMAH regulations has a full list of dangerous substances and information to identify which category a site falls into.
