The information contained in the underlying data file relates to the SEN status of pupils as collected during the January 2019 School Census, General hospital schools census 2019 and School Level Annual School Census (SLASC) 2019.
Data has been produced for all pupils with sole and dual main registrations, except in independent schools, where all pupils are included.

Variables starting "Prov_" – This is the type of approved provision for special schools. This is collected for maintained and non-maintained special schools, excluding general hospital schools. Each school may have one or more provisions where a ‘1’ indicates school has been approved for this type of provision and a ‘0’ indicates school has not been approved for this type of provision.
