Families also play a vital role in supporting the operational effectiveness of our Armed
Forces. In return, the whole nation has a moral obligation to the members of the Naval
Service, the Army and the Royal Air Force, together with their families. They deserve

our respect and support, and fair treatment.

Those who serve in the Armed Forces, whether Regular or Reserve, those who have
served in the past, and their families, should face no disadvantage compared to other
citizens in the provision of public and commercial services. Special consideration is
appropriate in some cases, especially for those who have given most such as the

helping to support and publicise fund raising efforts. Members of our staff will publicise job
and apprenticeship opportunities with the local cadet forces.

e aiming to actively participate in Armed Forces Day, Remembrance Day and any significant
anniversary dates.

e Promoting a Reserve Forces Friendly HR policy that is now incorporated into our existing HR
policy

2.2 We will publicise these commitments through our literature our website and our social media
platforms, setting out how we will seek to honour them and inviting feedback from the Service

community and our customers on how we are doing.

2.3 We will actively review and monitor our progress in delivering our commitments to provide a basis

for assessing our progress and opportunities for improvement as an inclusive and responsible employer.
