Metadata specification

DESCRIPTION

This document describes the data included in the ‘Admissions appeals for maintained and academy primary and secondary schools in England: 2018 to 2019’ National Statistics release’s underlying data files. This data is released under the terms of the Open Government License and is intended to meet at least three stars for Open Data.

The underlying data files contain figures for the number of appeals lodged, heard and upheld (successful), the number of new admissions and proportions calculated from these. The figures are available for England and broken down by a) school phase and governance and b) by phase and local authority.

The technical document published with the release should be referenced alongside this data. It provides information on the data sources, their coverage and quality as well as explaining methodology used in producing the data.
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Overview

The information collected in the file relates to appeals against non-admission to mainstream schools for entry into the start of the 2018/19 academic year.
A full description of the methods used in the collection of this data can be found in the PDF version of the above statistics release and the methodology document.

File format
The underlying data folder contains the following two files:

2019_AdmAppeals_UD_TimeSeriesGovernance.csv – rows in this file relate to national data.

2019_AdmAppeals_UD_TimeSeriesLA.csv – rows in this file relate to local authority data.

Both data sets contain data from 2015 onwards. In all cases the year relates to the start of the academic year by which the appeal had to be submitted. However, the data is collected the following January. For example, the 2015 data was collected in January 2016 and related to appeals lodged by 1 September 2015, relating to starting at a new school at the beginning of the 2015-16 academic year.

Suppression has not been applied, as the data is not considered sensitive and no personal information is included or available to enable individuals to be accurately identified.
Coverage

The data includes returns via the APAD collection from 151 local authorities (for voluntary controlled and community schools) and direct returns from voluntary aided, foundation and academy schools. The City of London local authority has only one schools which is voluntary aided so are not required to make an APAD return.
