You asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):  
I made a Freedom of Information Request to the MoJ previously (113585; 112855) regarding the number of EEA nationals received into UK prisons to serve a sentence of 12 months or more in the last three years for which there are available records.

Please note that our aim in making the request was to obtain the number of EEA nationals receiving these sentences not including UK citizens. Having considered other relevant statistics, it appears that UK nationals have been included in the figures contained in your response dated 5 September 2017 from…
On the assumption that UK citizens have been included in this response, I would ask that the following new request be made:

Please confirm the number of EEA nationals (not including UK nationals) received into UK prisons to serve a sentence of 12 months or more in the last three years for which there are available records
Your request has been handled under the FOIA.
I can confirm that the MoJ holds the information that you have requested and I have provided it in the attached Table 1, which shows sentenced admissions of non-UK EEA nationals for sentences of 12 months or more (including indeterminates); 2015 to 2017, England & Wales (latest currently available).
