If you cannot provide the info requested in question number 2 for all 389 cases within cost, please provide it for the first 100 offences; or the first 50; or the first 40; or the first 30; or the first 20. 

Your request has been handled under the FOIA.

I can confirm that the department holds all of the information that you have requested and can be viewed in the tables in the attached annex. 

Sentences are decided by independent judges but sexual offences are appalling and since 2010 more sex offenders are being locked up and spending longer behind bars, with the average custodial sentence length increasing by more than 25% - from 48.4 to 61 months.
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
