Thank you for your request in which you asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):  
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Your request has been handled under the FOIA.
I can confirm that the MoJ holds the information that you have requested and I have provided it below.

A total of 33 prisoners serving determinate sentences were transferred from prisons which had a predominantly Category C function to prisons with a predominantly Category D function whilst having more than 42 months left of their sentences to serve in the years 2016 and 2017, the latest calendar years for which this information is available. Of these, 6 were transferred to either HMP Ford or Springhill.

A total of 17 prisoners serving determinate sentences were transferred from prisons which had a predominantly Category C function to prisons with a predominantly Category D function, when considering only those with more than 48 months left of their sentences to serve in the years 2016 and 2017 (latest currently available). Of these, 5 were transferred to either HMP Ford or Springhill.

The transfer of prisoners around the prison estate is a matter for both sending and receiving prisons to agree so that prisoners are held in establishments that provide appropriate levels of security, are suitable for their gender, age and legal status, provide facilities to reduce their risk of reoffending and, wherever possible, at the lowest cost to the taxpayer. Prisoners are moved to suitable establishments as part of their sentence plan, following re-categorisation in line with centrally produced guidance, where requested or where there is an operational need to do so.
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
