Thank you for your request in which you asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):  
Please could you tell me what the one and two-year proven reoffending rate was for adult prisoners released into the accommodation categories 'settled accommodation', 'unsettled accommodation or homelessness' and 'not recorded' for the 2016 cohort
Your request has been handled under the FOIA.

I can confirm that the MoJ holds most of the information that you have requested and I have provided it in the attached table.
The table shows the proven reoffending rates in England and Wales in the one-year follow-up period for adult offenders released from custody in 2016, by the types of accommodation status listed.  

A proven reoffence is defined as any offence committed in a one-year follow-up period that resulted in a court conviction or caution during that time or within a further six month waiting period, to allow time for cases to progress through the courts.

Information on the proven reoffending rates for the two-year follow-up period for the 2016 cohort is not yet available, as the way proven reoffending is measured means there is a further six month waiting period (to allow time for cases to progress through the courts) after the follow-up period in question. Further time is then required for the Police National Computer to be updated and for the data to be processed. Hence why there is a time lag in measuring proven reoffending and why only the one-year follow-up period results can be provided here.
