- Wandsworth

- Wormwood Scrubs

After that we would like to arrange, if possible, an interview with some of them (women or men). 

We do respect your policies as we don't want to create any kind of problem to the prison. We will use all necessary precautions in order to avoid any kind of discomfort to the people who work there or are detected there.

Please, could you also tell us what kind of authorisations we need to gain access to the buildings?
Your request has been handled under the FOIA.
I can confirm that the MoJ holds the information that you have requested and I have provided it in the attached Table 1, which shows the number of Italian national offenders held in specific prisons, as at 31 March 2019 (latest currently available).
In relation to the part of your request about conducting interviews with prisoners, outside of the scope of the FOIA, please note that all researchers wanting to conduct research with staff and/or offenders in prison establishments in England and Wales are required to formally apply for research approval to Her Majesty’s Prison & Probation Service (HMPPS) National Research Committee (NRC).
