Would I need to submit a new FOI to find out what the oldest prisoner is in England and Wales currently and how many prisoners there are currently incarcerated over the ages of 50/60/70/80?

Or is that information already publicly available somewhere?
Your request has been handled under the FOIA.
I can confirm that the MoJ holds the information that you have requested and I have provided it in the attached tables which show:
· Table 1: Prison population by age group (including '70-79' and '80 and over' groups); as at 30 June 2019 (latest currently available), and 
· Table 2: Oldest individual in the prison population; as at 30 June 2019.
Please note that the figures in the tables cover all prison establishments in England and Wales.

The number of older prisoners is increasing just as the elderly population overall is growing. It is vital that we deal with older prisoners in the most secure and appropriate way. That is why the guidance we have in place for the management of these offenders takes into account the specific challenges they present.
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
