When calculating these averages, risk scores were available for those who have been assessed using the Offender Assessment System since 1 October 2014, due to restrictions in the data held by the Ministry of Justice. All three risk scores had been calculated in the available OASys for 4,666 prisoners released in 2016, 4,916 released in 2017, and 9,294 released in 2018.

3. Risk scores were checked for the population of prisoners serving 10+ years as of 30 June 2018, using the OASys data described above. Data on all three risk scores was held for 9,856 of 11,314 such prisoners. Of these, the distributions of year-1 OGRS3, OGP and OVP percentage scores were as follows:
