SCAP_UD1_capacity.xls
For Free Schools, number of school places includes final intended capacity. Otherwise, number of school places counts all built and ready-to-use accommodation.

SCAP_UD2_forecasts.xls
Pupil forecasts are provided by LAs. They include pupils expected to be educated in maintained community, foundation and voluntary schools, city technology colleges, academies, free schools, studio schools and university technology colleges. Includes new schools (or new places in an existing school) funded through HDC agreements.
Forecasts are done on a cumulative basis.

SCAP_UD3_HDC.xls
HDC forecasts are provided by LAs and show the number of pupils expected to attend places that have been funded by HDC agreements in maintained community, foundation and voluntary schools, city technology colleges, academies, free schools, studio schools and university technology colleges.   
HDC figures are collected on a cumulative basis.

SCAP_UD4_planned_places.xls
Includes places reported by local authorities in summer 2019 as planned to be added or permanently removed from their . Includes only projects with a high degree of certainty of going ahead, usually where funding has been committed. Excludes nursery places.
Additional, bulge and removed places are now reported cumulatively.
Excludes planned places in projects funded through central DfE programmes, such as Free Schools, unless LAs have contributed their own funding to deliver additional places to these projects. Includes planned places in Targeted Basic Need projects.
Data on additional, bulge and removed places was collected through the main School Capacity survey in 2019, rather than the Capital Spend data collection as in previous years. Data now includes places for Year 12 to Year 14. Prior to 2019, data did not include places for Year 12 to Year 14 places and places were reported in the first year they were due to become available only.
