In response to two FoI requests [Ref: 190402001 and 190521013] you provided details on the individuals in three separate years who were convicted of possessing a knife the most times but avoided immediate custody and then the antecedent history of one of those offenders. Could you supply me with similar details but in relation to drug offenders and sexual offenders.

Specifically I would like to know in relation to (i) 2016, (ii) 2017 and (iii) 2018

What was the maximum number of times a person was convicted/cautioned for a sexual offence but avoided an immediate jail term on every occasion, with the last incident (of them avoiding jail) taking place in the year referred to above? For that person please provide a list of the sexual offences they had been convicted of in the past and also the method of sentencing they had received in the past for those offences.

What was the maximum number of times a person was convicted/cautioned for a drugs  offence but avoided an immediate jail term on every occasion, with the last incident (of them avoiding jail) taking place in the year referred to above? For that person please provide a list of the drugs offences they had been convicted of in the past and also the method of sentencing they had received in the past for those offences.
