What is the total number of extended determinate sentences which have been imposed in England and wales from 1 June 2012 to 31 December 2015.
And

Under the Freedom of Information Act I would like to request the following information:

How many extended determinate sentences were imposed in England and Wales with a combined total (custodial term and license period) of 27 years or more from the period when extended sentences were introduced in 2012 to 31 December 2015.

Your request has been handled under the FOIA.

I can confirm that the MoJ holds the information that you have requested and I have provided it below:-
2,027 Extended Determinate Sentences (EDS) were reported to the Ministry of Justice as having been imposed between 2012 and 2015, of which 31 had a combined total (comprising the sum of the custodial term and the extended licence period) of 27 years or more.

Please note this information is subject to the following caveats:-

The sentence shown is the most severe sentence given for the principal offence (i.e. the principal sentence), secondary sentences given for the principal offence and sentences for non-principal offences are not counted in the above.
