2. How many Albanian nationals have been charged for a) drug offenses b) human smuggling c) human trafficking / sexual exploitation d) immigration offenses, between the years 2017 - 2019?

3. How many are currently on remand?

4. How many were sent back to Albania between the years 2017-2019 using deportation as a means of removal?

5. How many have been identified as potential victims of trafficking / used section 45 defense, while in custody?
Your request has been handled under the FOIA.
In relation to questions 1 and 3, I can confirm that the MoJ holds the information that you have requested and I have provided it below. As at 31 December 2019 (latest currently available) at all prisons in England and Wales, there were:
· 624 Albanian nationals serving custodial sentences, and 
· 267 Albanian nationals being held on remand awaiting trial or sentence.
