For the following offence types: 

01. Violence against the person 

02. Sexual offences

03. Robbery 

04. Theft Offences

05. Criminal damage and arson

06. Drug offences

07. Possession of weapons

08. Public order offences

09. Miscellaneous crimes against society 

10. Fraud Offences 

I would like data on these for each quarter from Q2 2010 to Q3 2019 for each Local Criminal Justice Board Area and Local Justice Area (or Court Name) in magistrates courts, crown courts, and all Courts, for male offenders, female offenders and total offenders.

To illustrate what I am looking for, I am requesting data already published in the National Statistics: Criminal Court Timeliness Tool (https://www.gov.uk/government/statistics/criminal-court-statistics-quarterly-july-to-september-2019) but divided into the major offence categories as listed above, as well as by male and female offenders.
Your request has been handled under the FOIA.

I can confirm that the MoJ holds the information that you have requested and I have provided it in the Excel spreadsheet in the attached annex
Please note, data from Q1 2018 to Q4 2019 are not comparable with previous periods. The data from Q1 2018 onwards has been revised following the identification of defendant attrition through the timeliness process, as a result these defendants have been ‘put back into’ the analysis, resulting in a break in the series. 

When using the pivot table, please note: If you want to select all options for a category then select option "All".  The "(All)" option should not be used as it is not an option within the original data, but an automatic option generated by Excel which sums all values in the table and as such does not reflect the true 'All' values within the data.  
The pivot is set to the total for England and Wales, if you want to filter further by any geographical area (such as region or court), you must first de-select 'England and Wales' from the 'National' filter' and select '-' instead. 
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
