Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) Request – 200420001
Thank you for your request in which you asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):  

FREEDOM OF INFORMATION REQUEST

For the (a) 2017 calendar year and (b) 2018 calendar year if it is available please state (i) how many people were found guilty at all courts of offences relating to drink/drug driving? (ii) How many of these people were men and (iii) how many were women? (iv) how many of these people were aged (17-19), (20-59) (60-64) (65-69) and (70 and over)?

Could you provide me with these figures on the same basis as those for earlier years provided to me as a response to a separate FoI request [Ref: 111525].
Your request has been handled under the FOIA and I apologise sincerely for the delay in responding.

I can confirm that the MoJ holds the information that you have requested and I have provided it in the Excel spreadsheet in the attached annex.
Note that, as per previous responses to you on this subject, offenders under the age of 17 have been included in the tables for the sake of completeness and to reflect the fact that offenders found guilty of a motoring offence are not necessarily old enough to hold a driving licence.
For reference, the offences which make up the category ‘Driving under the influence of drink or drugs’ are provided below:-

· Driving or attempting to drive a mechanically propelled vehicle whilst unfit to drive through drink or drugs
(unspecified which)
· Driving or attempting to drive a mechanically propelled vehicle whilst unfit to drive through drink or drugs - Drink


· Driving or attempting to drive a mechanically propelled vehicle whilst unfit to drive through drink or drugs - Drugs


· Being in charge of mechanically propelled vehicle whilst unfit to drive through drink or drugs (unspecified which)

· Being in charge of mechanically propelled vehicle whilst unfit to drive through drink or drugs - Drink


· Being in charge of mechanically propelled vehicle whilst unfit to drive through drink or drugs - Drugs


· Driving or attempting to drive a motor vehicle while having a breath, blood or urine alcohol concentration in excess of the prescribed limit


· In charge of a motor vehicle while having a breath, blood or urine alcohol concentration in excess of the prescribed limit


· Failing without reasonable excuse to provide a specimen of breath for a preliminary test


· Driving or attempting to drive a motor vehicle and failing to without a reasonable excuse provide a specimen for a laboratory test or 2 specimens for analysis of breath

· In charge of a motor vehicle and failing without reasonable excuse to provide a specimen for a laboratory test or two specimens for analysis of breath


· Failing to allow specimen of blood to be subjected to laboratory test: a) driving or attempting to drive, b) all other cases.


· Drive a motor vehicle with the proportion of specified controlled drug above specified limit
· Aid or abet driving of a motor vehicle with the proportion of specified controlled drug above specified limit


· In charge of a motor vehicle with the proportion of specified controlled drug above specified limit


· Attempt to drive a motor vehicle with the proportion of specified controlled drug above specified limit
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
