Can you tell me how many of those appeals were:

 1) abandoned in court

2) abandoned before court

3) otherwise disposed

If you cannot achieve all three of those within the cost limit, I would ask you to consider whether you can answer (1) alone within the cost limit. 

If you can answer (1) alone within the cost limit, I would ask you to consider whether, having answered (1), (2) could then also be achieved without exceeding the cost limit.
