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The following map shows where the features protected by this Marine Conservation Zone (MCZ) are located.
There is one map showing the broad-scale habitats, which represent habitats and associated species that live on and in the habitat.

A range of different types of surveys have been used to create this map. The symbols on the map show where a sample has been
taken, or where a feature has been recorded in a specific location. For many features, there is also shading to show the extent of
the area in which the feature is found. For broad scale habitat maps, this is created from survey data and using mathematical
models.
