Financial Notice to Improve

In August 2014, the ESFA wrote to King James Academy Royston (KJAR) (then Royston
Schools Academy Trust) to serve notice that KIAR was required to improve the financial
management and recover the financial deficit at the trust.

This was as a consequence of significant deficits being incurred and forecasted at the trust.
The Financial Notice to Improve (FNtl) set out the actions that were needed to be taken by
the trust to make sure necessary improvements were made. The ESFA also provided
significant funding to assist with the trust’s recovery.

However, KJAR has now transferred its schools to Diamond Learning Partnership Trust,
and the trust is being formally dissolved. The ESFA is therefore closing the FNtl, as it no
longer serves a purpose.
